I extend my special greetings, prayers and blessings to each of you as we begin this 
Season of Easter!   As Roman Catholics, we celebrate the Easter Season, not just today, but all the way 
through to Pentecost!   Let the celebration begin! 
  
In a special way, we welcome with great joy Carly Micek, Amanda Micek, Jesse Riddell, Holly Feldman, Joel 
Salazar and Trevor Burrows who were Baptized, received their First Communion and were Confirmed this 
weekend.   Also congratulations go to Taylor Coates who is making his Profession of Faith and being received 
fully into the Roman Catholic Church (First Penance, First Communion and Sacrament of Reconciliation) this 
Easter Sunday.

Though pledges are completely confidential, I wish to share that the students at 
the Newman Center collectively have come together to pledge $1,000 towards this Capital Campaign and I 
applaud Brian Walsh and our students for "stepping up to the plate" and joining us in recognizing the 
importance of Stewardship!
