Everyone should be receiving, if you haven't already, a letter from me outlining our obligations as we 
enter this next week, the Season of Lent.  Please do not forget that this Wednesday is Ash 
Wednesday, which is ONE of TWO days of Fast and Abstinence for us, as Roman Catholics.   Our 
Masses for Ash Wednesday, in which I will distribute the Ashes will be at 7 a.m. and 7 p.m. 
 

Please note that during the Season of Lent, we will continue the recitation of the Rosary after the 
Wednesday evening daily Mass for the sick of our parish and on Thursday's, we will recite the 
Stations of the Cross, immediately following our Thursday evening daily Mass.    
 

Please note a new policy for our parish, that whenever our School is closed due to weather, our 
parish offices, including the Newman Center will be closed as well. 
 

I continue to give thanks to God for my mother's recovery.   She is planning on returning to Texas in 
the next ten to fourteen days.   I am sure she will be glad to be home in her own surroundings.  I 
continue to ask for your prayers for my mother, that she may continue to gain in strength and well 
being.   Again, many thanks to each of you for your prayers and many gestures of kindness and care.
