I wish to thank the people of St. Mary's Parish in Alexandria, Kentucky for their very warm welcome 
and generous donations to our Parish/School.

Many of the parishioners 
expressed their thanks to YOU, the people of St. Mark, for allowing me the opportunity to go and 
preach the good news to them! 
 
This Sunday night, I kick off the Lenten Mission at the Cathedral of Christ the King in Lexington.  The 
Mission will begin at 7 p.m.   To state that I am nervous, is an understatement.   I don't have 
butterflies in my stomach -- I have crows!!   Even though I preach all across the USA; there is always 
something a little "fearful" for me, in preaching to the people of my home diocese.   I ask for your 
prayers for me and all the other presenters this week.
