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Notes from the Pastor: 
 
Well, I am writing these notes NOT from Slidell, Louisiana, but St. Joseph's Hospital.   My flight, which was to depart 

Bluegrass Airport at 5:50 a.m., was a wee bit early for me on Saturday; you see, I overslept!   For those who travel a lot, 

know that this is really not a problem, there are many flight s leaving in and out of our area.   The only problem?  I was 
traveling to New Orleans and there happened to be a MAJOR FOOTBALL GAME being held in the New Orleans 

Superdome.    No flights were available ANYWHERE near New Orleans.   Therefore, I have had to  rescheduled my visit to 
Slidell. 

 
As I write these notes, I am also very HOPEFUL to share with you all that my mother is DUE TO COME HOME this Friday!! 

  This is fantastic news!   We will need some help as far as some meals etc..  However, I am sooo grateful to each of you 

for the kindness, flexibility and prayers that you have sent our way.   A special thanks to Liane, Cathy, Connie and the 
many individuals who made phone calls, cookies, signed up to sit with my mother etc.   You all already know my heartfelt 

thanks to Dr. Kent Kessler, who literally was the "Captain of the Ship" in dealing with my mother's care and projected 
plan of recovery.   From the moment she arrived at the Emergency Room at St. Joseph's, within minutes he had properly 

diagnosed her and began a plan of action and assembled a team of physicians that were knowledgeable and aggressive. 

 
I realize these past four weeks, I have been taken away from my "normal" office hours and duties of the parish.  I wish 

to thank you each for the flexibi lity and understanding that each of you have shown.   Once in a while, I came across an 
individual who asked me, "why I couldn't just leave my mom at the hospital by herself and just get my life back to normal 

order?"   Well, the first answer is because:  "The person in the hospital is not just a person, it is my mother."   The 

woman who gave birth to me; who shuttled me around for voice lessons; who defended me in moments of confrontation; 
who taught me right from wrong; who sat up with me when I was sick with the stomach flu; who freely gave me to the 

Roman Catholic Church to leave all and be of total service to the People of God through Ordained Ministry, is the reason!" 
Let us not forget that the Commandments handed down from Moses instructed us:  "Honor your Father and Mother."   

This Commandment was not to be followed until the age of 18 or until I left home or was grown.   This Commandment 
was an instruction that until I or my Mother and Father reach Eternal Life, it is part of my calling to respect, c are and 

assist my parents. 

 
Above all, the greatest lesson I have learned is once again, with God, ALL THINGS ARE POSSIBLE.    "Pray unceasingly" 

the Scripture tells us and my mother adds on:  "While praying unceasingly, BE SPECIFIC in our prayer requests!" 
 

I wish to also thank Bishop Gainer for his daily visits to my mother, for substituting for me while I was to be away this 

weekend and for his ministry of presence!   
 

I saw the pictures and heard from many of you about the collection of coats for the Sa lvation Army!  I heard this was a 
huge success and for that, on behalf of the Salvation Army and the people who are in need of those coats; I express my 

heartfelt thanks and appreciation.  
 

Over the next few months, we will begin gathering items for a speci fic parishioner who, along with her husband, will be 

the new parents of TRIPLETS!   Each month, we will gather a specific item (Diapers, formula, baby wipes etc..)  Be on the 
look out for the new announcement on how we are assisting LIFE and the promotion of LIFE through this small gesture of 

assistance!
